
Plant Parts

Plants are living things. There are garden plants 
and wild plants. People look after garden plants 
but not wild plants. 

Plants grow from seeds or bulbs. Inside seeds 
and bulbs are tiny plants waiting for the right 
conditions to start growing. Seeds are usually small 
and come in different shapes and sizes. Bulbs are 
bigger than seeds and have a rounded shape and 
papery coating. 

Plants change with the seasons. In winter, many 
plants die or become dormant. In spring, buds open 
to become leaves or flowers and new plants grow 
from seeds and bulbs. 

Trees are plants. A tree has a woody stem called 
a trunk, which is covered with bark. The trunk 
supports the branches of the tree. 

Plants have five main parts.

Wild plants live in different places, like meadows, 
woodlands, hedgerows and roadsides.
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
